Building Activities: 


Teams assist local volunteers and home partners with a variety of unskilled tasks such as mixing and passing cement, carrying and laying blocks, digging and landscaping. No prior construction experience is necessary. 


Hosting History:


Since 1999 HFH Thailand has hosted 40 GV teams, including youth teams from Japan, Singapore, China and Hong Kong; JET (Japan Exchange and Teaching) teams from Japan; corporate teams; adult teams, and Church teams from Singapore and the U.S.A.

Teams are hosted year-round, except four weeks during the Christmas season.

Despite the annual income generated by Thailand’s tourist industry, there is great inequality in the distribution of wealth and resources.  An urgent need for decent housing is prevalent throughout the country.  The migration from rural areas into urban centers by those in search of work has resulted in severe overcrowding and the construction of slum dwellings made of pieces of wood, rusted scrap metal, canvas and cardboard.  Low-income families in rural areas build huts from scrap materials, bamboo poles and thatched roofing that becomes a haven for insects and rodents.  Typically substandard housing lacks both clean running water and sanitation.





During your Global Village experience you will build simple, decent houses in partnership with local Thai people.  You will have opportunities to learn more about Thai culture and to contribute to one family’s dream of home ownership.     
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
